A meeting was held at 75 Calhoun Street by the Buildings Subcommittee to discuss work group breakdown and organization with the subcommittee so that we may begin to do focused research with the goal of having a draft set of recommendations ready for public review and presentation to the full Charleston Green Committee by early summer 2008 (July tentatively).  The following is a brief synopsis of the meeting:
 
The subcommittee will be broadly organized into the public sector, private sector, historical structures and public education components.  The following are the currently established workgroups and the champion or chair of the workgroup listed first and all volunteer members of each workgroup following the chair’s name.

Robert Miller asked for a brief overview of the mission of the subcommittee and what the ultimate goal or work product will be:
The broad mission of the subcommittee is to develop a set of recommendations related to establishing public policies and private sector guidelines and incentives for new and existing public and private buildings (construction, renovation, operation and maintenance) for improved sustainability with a long term goal of reducing and, eventually eliminating, Green House Gas (GHG) emissions and the use of fossil fueled energy sources within the City of Charleston.  The subcommittee’s recommendations will be incorporated into the full Charleston Green Committee’s (CGC) recommendations that will be presented to the Mayor and City Council later in 2008 after public review and possible assistance by a third party facilitator. 
 
Dennis Knight suggested that the Buildings subcommittee encourage the full CGC to move forward with a recommendation to the Mayor and City Council to adopt the ICLEI recommendation of committing to a 2% per year reduction in GHG emissions within the City of Charleston using the existing baseline data from 2002 with an ultimate minimum target of 80% reduction by the year 2050 with interim cumulative target reductions adhering to a schedule similar to the following: 2015: 15%, 2025: 25%;  2025: 35% 2030: 50% 2035: 60% 2040: 65% 2045: 70% 2050: 80%. The target reductions as compared to the 2002 baseline should be maintained with population and building construction growth included.
