May 22 - June 5. Exhibition is open 8:30 am to 5:00 pm
daily at the Charleston Visitor Center.

May 31, 5:00 - 7:00 pm. Awards Ceremony and Artists
Reception at the Charleston Visitor Center.

June 6, Saturday, 9:00 am to Noon. Artists pick up all
work. The City of Charleston Office of Cultural Affairs,
The Charleston Visitor Center and Charleston Artist
Guild will not be responsible for work not picked up.

Entry Specifications & Eligible Work:

Painting/2D: Two dimensional fine artwork in all media
are eligible for entry. Fiber art, collage and other media
in addition to traditional oil, watercolor and pastel are
acceptable. Artwork must be original and not copies of
the work of others. Colored or otherwise altered photo-
graphs must be submitted in the Photography category.
Craftwork and jewelry are not eligible for entry.
Photography: all types of photography - from straight

prints to digitally or manually altered images - are ac-
ceptable. All submitted works must have been produced
within the last two years and not previously exhibited at
the Piccolo Spoleto or MOJA Arts Festivals or the City
Gallery at Waterfront Park.

Entry Fee. $25.00 non-refundable entry fee. Please
make check payable to “Charleston Artist Guild.”

Size Limitations and Display Requirements.

Artwork will be mounted on 42” wide display screens.
One wall of the Visitor Center can accommodate larger
pieces. Artwork wider than 42” or taller than 5 will only
be accepted to the extent that wall display space is avail-
able. All artwork must be framed and ready for hanging
with screw eyes and wire. Finished edge wrap is accept-
able for paintings as long as screw eyes and wire are
attached. Weight may not exceed 35 pounds.

Duration of Display and Sales of Art.

Accepted work may not be removed from the Exhibition
before June 6. An Exhibition Program listing participat-
ing artists, their phone numbers and the title and price of
their work will be available during the Exhibition. Art-
work sales shall be the responsibility of each artist.

Insurance. The City of Charleston provides damage and
theft insurance for artwork on display at the Charleston
Visitor Center. Insurance coverage is limited to the fair
market value of a work.

Jurying from Digital Images. All jurying will be done
from digital images submitted on a CD in a .jpg or .jpeg
format readable by a Microsoft Windows equipped com-
puter. Poor quality images have been a frequent cause
for rejection of work in previous years. Please submit
clear, well-lit and properly cropped images!

Number of Images and Labeling of Images. Submit up
to three artworks with one digital image for each entry.
If the order of your images on the CD differs from the
order of the titles you have listed on the Entry Form,
securely attach a list to the CD holder that explains
which CD image corresponds to each title listed on your
Entry Form. Neither your name nor the artwork title
should be superimposed on the digital images. (A normal
artist’s signature appearing on a Painting/2D work is
fine, but don’t add names or titles to the digital image).

CDs will not be returned unless specifically requested
and a self-addressed return package with adequate pre-
paid postage is provided.
